The People turn to face the Gospel as it is read.

Deacon: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to St. John.
People: Glory be to thee, O Lord.

19On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being locked where

the disciples were for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to
them, “Peace be with you.” 2 When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his
side. Then the disciples were glad when they saw the Lord. 2! Jesus said to them again,
“Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, even so I am sending you.” 22 And when
he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. 23 If
you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them; if you withhold forgiveness from any,
it is withheld.”

24Now Thomas, one of the twelve, called the Twin, was not with them when Jesus
came. 25 So the other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them,
“Unless I see in his hands the mark of the nails, and place my finger into the mark of the
nails, and place my hand into his side, I will never believe.”

Dost thou, therefore, in the name of this Child, renounce the devil and all his works, the
vain pomp and glory of the world, with all covetous desires of the same, and the sinful
desires of the flesh, so that thou wilt not follow, nor be led by them?

Answer: I renounce them all; and, by God’s help, will endeavour not to follow,
nor be led by them.

Celebrant: Dost thou believe all the Articles of the Christian Faith, as contained in the
Apostles’ Creed?

Answer: I do.
Celebrant: Wilt thou be baptized in this Faith?
Answer: That is my desire.

Celebrant: Wilt thou then obediently keep God’s holy will and commandments, and
walk in the same all the days of thy life?
