Grant, we beseech thee, Almighty God, that like as we do believe thy only-begotten Son 
our Lord Jesus Christ to have ascended into the heavens, so we may also in heart and 
mind thither ascend, and with him continually dwell; who liveth and reigneth with thee 
and the Holy Ghost, one God, world without end. Amen.

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First Reading     Acts 1:1-11 

In the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that Jesus began to do and 
teach, 2 until the day when he was taken up, after he had given commands through the 
Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. 3 He presented himself alive to them 
after his suffering by many proofs, appearing to them during forty days and speaking 
about the kingdom of God. 

4 And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait 
for the promise of the Father, which, he said, “you heard from me; 5 for John baptized 
with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 

6 So when they had come together, they asked him, “Lord, will you at this time restore the 
kingdom to Israel?” 7 He said to them, “It is not for you to know times or seasons that the 
Father has fixed by his own authority. 8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit 
has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea 
and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

Holy and gracious Father: In thine infinite love thou didst make us for thyself; and, when 
we had fallen into sin and become subject to evil and death, thou didst mercifully send 
Jesus Christ, thine only-begotten and eternal Son, to share our humanity, to live and die 
as one of us, and to reconcile us unto thee, who art the God and Father of all. 

He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and there made an offering of himself in 
obedience to thy will, a perfect sacrifice for the whole world. 

On the night in which he was betrayed unto suffering and death, our Lord Jesus took 
bread; and when he had given thanks unto thee, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, 
saying, "Take, eat: This is my body, which is given for you.

Facing the People, the Celebrant may say the following Invitation.

Instructions for Receiving Communion 
All baptized persons are welcome to receive Communion, and those who do not desire to receive 
Communion may come to the Altar rail to receive God’s blessing. 
 

An Usher will direct you to approach the Altar for Communion or a blessing. Please kneel, if you 
are able, at the Altar rail. 
 

To receive the consecrated bread, extend your hands upward, palms crossed and facing up.  
 

To receive the consecrated wine, please guide the chalice to your lips as it is offered. However, if 
you prefer, you may leave the consecrated bread in your palm and the Chalice bearer will intinct 
the host into the wine and place it on your tongue. Please do not personally intinct the host into 
the chalice.

Music Note 
This Sunday’s American composers begin with William Bolcom, distinguished American 
composer and long-time composition professor at The University of Michigan. His 
setting of the old hymn Sweet Hour of Prayer comes from an extended collection entitled 
Gospel Preludes, dedicated to my late teacher, Marilyn Mason. While his compositional 
style reflects the dissonant, a-tonal techniques of the mid-20th century, Bolcom became 
popularized with his many cabaret-inspired songs, premiered with his wife, singer Joan 
Morris. Though a native of Norway, Ola Gjeilo studied at Julliard, has served as 
composer-in-residence of ensembles in Phoenix and Albany and resides now in New 
York City. German-born, Alexander Schreiner presided for nearly 40 years as organist of 
the famed Aeolian-Skinner instrument in the Salt Lake Tabernacle.
