4 Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; 5 and there are varieties of service, 
but the same Lord; 6 and there are varieties of activities, but it is the same God who 
empowers them all in everyone. 7 To each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the 
common good. 8 For to one is given through the Spirit the utterance of wisdom, and to 
another the utterance of knowledge according to the same Spirit, 9 to another faith by the 
same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, 10 to another the working of 
miracles, to another prophecy, to another the ability to distinguish between spirits, to 
another various kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues.

To receive the consecrated bread, extend your hands upward, palms crossed and facing up.  
 

To receive the consecrated wine, please guide the chalice to your lips as it is offered. However, if 
you prefer, you may leave the consecrated bread in your palm and the Chalice bearer will intinct 
the host into the wine and place it on your tongue. Please do not personally intinct the host into 
the chalice.

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Music Note 
For these Pentecostal notes, I offer to you a long quote by the organist/author, 
Susan Ouellette Armstrong: 
“The musical presence of Everett Titcomb loomed large in church music in the first half of 
the twentieth century. As organist-choirmaster of Boston's Church of St. John the Evangelist 
for fifty years, he played an important role in shaping the church music of Boston. But his 
contributions go far beyond Boston's boundaries. His life-long interest in liturgy and chant 
contributed to new standards of quality and authenticity in performance practices in liturgical 
music. His early fascination with Renaissance polyphony put him in the vanguard of 
American musicians studying and performing this music. He was also a prolific composer for 
both organ and choir, and many of his compositions are among the well-loved repertoire of 
organists and choirs across the country. Indeed, Everett Titcomb set a high standard of 
excellence in church music to which cause he remained faithful all his life.” 
Titcomb provides a note within the score of Pentecost (this morning’s prelude) as to the 
sources of the “Gregorian themes” (all from ancient Roman Catholic liturgical usage): 
 

“The Introit Spiritus Domini replevit orbem terram! Alleluia; the Sequence Veni Sancte 
Spiritus; and the Hymn Veni Creator Spiritus.” 

The latter two chants are found in The Hymnal 1982 (found in the pews) at Hymns 226 and 
504, respectively.
