Music Note

Last Sunday’s prelude included two setting of the Scottish tune, Brother James’s Air, the first
by the celebrated organist, M. Searle Wright (1918-2004), who taught at Columbia and
Union Theological Seminary in New York, and also served as musician at Christ Church
Cathedral in Cincinnati. The second setting was by Dale Wood (1934-2003), well-known
composer and editor with many publishing companies; he also served at the Grace Cathedral
School for boys in San Francisco. Mack Wilberg (b. 1955) is best-known for his many and
creative choral arrangements and has led the Tabernacle Choir at Temple Square for almost
twenty years. The postlude composer was Gordon Young (1919-1998) a prolific composer
for the church and served at churches in Kansas, Philadelphia, and Detroit.

At the start of this month of May -traditionally dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary- I will
perform pieces by American woman composers. This morning, the prelude is a set of
variations by Emma Lou Diemer, who studied with leading composers of her day, such as
Paul Hindemith and Howard Hanson, and wrote for a wide range of genres, including
orchestral, chamber, vocal/choral, as well as for piano and the organ. New York native,
Harold Friedell, established himself as the preeminent American church music composer of
his generation, and served from 1946 until his untimely death as organist and choirmaster

of St. Bartholomew’s Church on Park Avenue. The postlude was written by a women who
broke through the color barrier, Florence Beatrice Price, who was the first African-American
woman composer recognized for her orchestral compositions, among the 300 works of
various genres. Also, note the composer of the communion hymn tune -not a woman- but still
a notable American church musician. Richard Wayne Dirksen (1921-2003), served at the
Washington National Cathedral for nearly 50 years from 1942-1991.
